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Aim

To induct members in the safe use of the clubs powerboats, while not a replacement for formal PB2 training it should give members the confidence to prepare, use, recover and clean boats  after use.

If possible we will also look at support to a capsized dinghy.

Depending on numbers suggest group is split and look at one boat only

· Abandoned boats procedure

· Walking mast up
· Discuss rather than do a rope righting – its too violent to do and is a boat breaker !
· Turning in confined spaces
